Supervisor McKerchie opened public comment by announcing that

the new tower form the County was not being constructed because 


they are awaiting a Wildlife permit.


Dave Brunett asked if the final inspection was done on the Fire Hall?


Response was that we are waiting for the plumbing inspection.  A 


water tank was installed so that needs to be approved.


Kitty Skarisky comments about temporary zoning permits don’t seem 


work on the island.  Temporary permits were issued 20 years ago, 


and those buildings are still there.


Jack Willis wants to know how we can change the BOR meeting date.

Response is that the law allows us to do so as long as we have a 


Resolution stating the change.  Also wants to know about the 
response letter that Supervisor McKerchie sent to the Tax 
Commission.  Response is that the letter stated our case for an 

extension for the reappraisal to better fit our budget.


Kathy Cairns wants to know if the Township is being sued?  
Response is no but Tica Janiga is being sued for voiding a check


that was written in 2007.  Treasurer Janiga explains that she did not


void that check as she wasn’t the Treasurer in 2007.


Dave Brunett asked how come we weren’t using the PA system 


because he has a hard time hearing from where he was seated.  


Response was an apology from Clerk Bledsoe for not setting it up.


Joe Stevens wanted to know if any of the Board members had asked 
for Trustee Biron’s resignation?  Response was no.

second by Treasurer Janiga.  Motion carried 5-0.


Motion made to sign a Resolution to change the BOR December 
meeting from December 14 to December 16, second by Trustee 
Biron.  Upon a roll call vote, Supervisor McKerchie-yes, Treasurer


Janiga-yes, Clerk Bledsoe-yes, Trustee Snider-yes and Trustee 
Biron-yes.  Motion carried 5-0.


Motion  made by Trustee Biron to change the fee for the Zoning


Board of Appeals from $500. to $250.00, second by Clerk Bledsoe.


Motion carried 5-0.


Motion made by Supervisor McKerchie to place an ad in the two 
island papers and at the two stores on the island to hire a cleaning


person for the Community Center, second by Trustee Biron.  Motion 
carried 5-0.


Motion made by Clerk Bledsoe to place and ad in the two island


papers to hire someone to plow the snow at the Township, second


by Trustee Snider.  Motion carried 5-0.


Motion made by Clerk Bledsoe to offer the Assessor, Richard Oliver


a two year contract with the same terms as the previous contract,  


second by Trustee Biron.  Motion carried 5-0.


Motion made by Clerk Bledsoe to allow the Sunday liquor sales law to 
apply to the businesses on the island, second by Treasurer Janiga.


Motion carried 4-0.  Supervisor McKerchie had to abstain because he 


owns a convenience store on the island.

Motion made by Supervisor McKerchie to pay the bills with checks


# 2936 - # 3009, second by Trustee Biron.  Motion carried 5-0.

Supervisor McKerchie opens public comment.


Bud Willis wants to know when the fans in the kitchen will be 
cleaned?  Response is that we have only temporary help right now 
and that it will be done once we hire a permanent cleaning person.


Also wants to know if Clerk Bledsoe is doing the cleaning for the time 
being.  Response is no.  Lastly he is concerned about not having 
someone plowing the snow.  Response is that Mr. Haan is taking


care of it until we hire someone to fill the position.


Dave Brunett inquires about checks #2976 and #2981.  Response is

that # 2976 is for jackets for the fire dept. plus screen printing of the 
jackets. # 2981 is for payment to the company that is redoing the 
2008 W-2 forms and the 2008 941 forms that were not done properly,


which has caused the Township problems with Social Security Dept.


Mike Campeau suggests that we could probably hire just one person


to handle both the job openings for the Township.
